Site plan showing lot dimensions,
location & width of driveways
sidewalks, setback distances from
the lot lines for the house, garage,
patio, drive, sidewalk & any other
ground improvements.

There is a $200.00 architectural
committee fee for new homes.

Existing homes must submit prior to

construction:

e Location of improvements drawn on
a site plan showing lot line setbacks.

o Materials to be used.

e Fences - materials, height & type.

type.

e Additions - plans showing elevations,
roof pitch & exterior wall materials.

e Above-Ground Improvements exceed-
ing 3’ height - precise dimensions &
location on lot.

e Swimming Pools - type of pool &
fencing.

e Any fee incurred will be passed on to
the homeowner.
